Uniform/Insignia and Civilian Attire

WEARING OF THE UNIFORM AND CIVILIAN ATTIRE BY UNIFORMED SERVICES AND CIVILIAN ATTIRE BY CIVILIAN PERSONNEL 

IN THE UNITED STATES SOUTHERN COMMAND 

AREA OF RESPONSIBILITY
1. Purpose.  This regulation prescribes rules for wear of the uniform and civilian attire by members of the uniformed services, and civilian attire by civilian personnel assigned or attached to USSOUTHCOM.   

2. References.


a.  AFI 36-2903, Dress and Personal Appearance of Air Force Personnel.


b.  AR 670-1, Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and Insignia.


c.  NAVPERS 15665I, U.S. Navy Uniform Regulations.


d.  USMC Order P1020.34E, Marine Corps Uniform Regulations.


e.  CMDTINST 1020.6C, Coast Guard Uniform Regulations.

3. Explanation of Terms.  

a. Military Uniform.  Any authorized uniform prescribed per the current service directives 

of the uniformed services of the United States.

b. Headquarters USSOUTHCOM.  Personnel with permanent change of station (PCS) or 

temporary duty (TDY) orders attaching or assigning them to Headquarters USSOUTHCOM.  This term does not include Component Commands, Special Operations Command South (SOCSO), Military Groups (MILGPs), Joint Interagency Task Forces (JIATF), Joint Task Forces (JTF), USAG-M, ASA, and Medical Element.

c. Miami Metropolitan Area (Metro-Dade).  The Miami municipal limits, plus the surrounding areas, to include all of Miami-Dade and Broward counties.

*This regulation supersedes SC Reg 670-1, dated 15 October 2001
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4. Responsibilities.

a. The Commander, USSOUTHCOM, prescribes the appropriate uniform/attire to be worn by all military and civilian personnel assigned for permanent duty or on temporary duty to HQ USSOUTHCOM, the USSOUTHCOM AOR, and its component commands.  The Commander may further delegate this authority to those Commanders throughout the USSOUTHCOM AOR (see paragraph 5c).

b. All personnel assigned or attached to Headquarters, USSOUTHCOM and the 

USSOUTHCOM AOR shall:

(1) Wear the prescribed uniforms in accordance with the appropriate Service uniform

 regulation (military) and comply with the civilian attire standards established in this regulation.
(2) Present a neat, well-groomed, professional appearance while assigned to

Headquarters, USSOUTHCOM.

5. Policy.

a. Military.

(1)  The daily-prescribed duty uniform for Headquarters, USSOUTHCOM, Miami, Florida, is defined below (note:  personnel can always “dress up” on BDU/Utility days as required).  USSOUTHCOM aviators may wear the flight suit instead of BDUs/Utilities/Summer Khakis/Camouflage Utility Uniform (CUU) - Monday through Thursday.

Note:

1Beepers and cell phones are not part of military uniforms and will not be worn on belts or other parts of the uniform.  Covers are to be worn at all times when you are outside of the building.  There are no "no cover" areas.  
2CUU-Camoflage Utility Uniform optional not required
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(2) The BDU/Utility/CUU/Flight Suit uniforms are not authorized outside the headquarters building for representational purposes or official invitation with the public, except:

      (a) The BDU/Utility/CUU/Flight Suit uniforms may be worn away from the Thurman Building for the purposes of performing normal duties, consuming noon meals, performing brief stops at gas stations, grocery stores and convenience stores, hails and farewells where no alcohol will be consumed by uniformed personnel, etc.  Service members must present the proper standards of neatness, cleanliness, and military decorum.  These uniforms will be worn pressed.

(b) The BDU/Utility/CUU/Flight Suit uniforms may NOT be worn to off-base 

business establishments for the purpose of shopping, socializing, or taking part in entertainment. Furthermore, these uniforms will not be worn to any establishment that operates primarily for the purpose of serving alcohol at any time.  Drinking areas or bars located within eating establishments are also not appropriate places for these uniforms to be worn.

(3) BDU/Utility/CUU/Flight Suit sleeves will be worn in accordance with respective Service regulations except when uniformity is required.  

(4) Personnel may wear all boots that are authorized in accordance with respective 

Service uniforms (includes jungle boots).

(5) The wearing of the distinctive USSOUTHCOM badge, joint service patch, 

nametags, and grooming standards are discussed in Appendix A.

              (6) When visiting foreign countries on non-official business, members of the 

uniformed services are prohibited from wearing the military uniform, unless specifically authorized by the MILGP commander.

b. Civilian Personnel.  Standards for civilian attire will complement the workforce’s 

appearance consistent with the professional mission of Headquarters USSOUTHCOM.

(1) Standard business attire (jacket and tie/equivalent for females) is expected when:

      (a) Representing the command, operating outside the Headquarters building area.

      (b) Hosting visitors to Headquarters USSOUTHCOM.

(2) More casual business attire is authorized for civilian employees not involved in

an activity identified in Paragraph 5b(1).  Casual business attire is defined as clothing that is more informal and comfortable, but still appropriate in a professional work environment (dress shirt and slacks/equivalent for females).
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(3) Blue jeans, jogging suits, tee shirts, and beach wear are considered inappropriate

daily wear except for special events such as picnics, when participating in labor intensive 

activities (moving furniture, etc.), when required for a specific work assignment, or as dictated by duty requirements of one’s assigned position.

(4) DOD Police are expected to properly wear their prescribed uniforms per the current 

civilian guard/police uniform directive, AR 670-10. 

c.  Commanders of Component Commands, SOCSO, MILGPs, JIATF, JTF, USAG-M, ASA, and Medical Element.

6.  Requests for exceptions to this policy will be submitted through appropriate command channels to this Headquarters, ATTN: SCJ1-A, for resolution.

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APPENDIX A

WEAR OF THE USSOUTHCOM BADGE, THE JOINT SERVICE PATCH/SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA, NAME TAGS, AND GROOMING STANDARDS

1.  Purpose.  To prescribe standards and procedures for the wearing of the USSOUTHCOM badge, joint service patch, name tags, the physical training uniform, and grooming standards.

2.  Policy.


a.  Personnel permanently assigned to Headquarters, USSOUTHCOM and Security Assistance Organizations (SAOs) will wear the command’s distinctive badge in the same manner as the unique badges prescribed in the appropriate service uniform regulations.

           (1) The badge is not authorized for wear in official photographs, or as a permanent decoration upon reassignment.


    (2) The badge is not authorized for wear on the camouflage fatigue (BDU), utilities, CUU or flight suit uniforms at any time.


    (3) Reservists and other personnel attached to Headquarters USSOUTHCOM for more than thirty (30) days are authorized to wear the badge.

 
    (4) USAG-Miami will provide one (1) USSOUTHCOM badge (initial issue) at no cost to each service member.


b.  Army:

(1) For males wearing service and dress uniforms, the USSOUTHCOM badge will be 

worn centered on the left breast pocket of the coat, between the flap and the bottom of the pocket.  For the AG 415 shirt, the badge will be centered on the left breast pocket when worn as an outer garment.  For mess and evening uniforms, the badge will be worn centered between the upper two buttons on the left side of the jacket. 

(2) For females, the badge will be worn parallel to the waistline on the left side of the 

coat of the Army green uniform and in a comparable position on the coat of the Army blue and white uniforms, and the maternity tunic.  For mess and evening dress uniforms, wear the badge centered between the lower two buttons on the left side of the jacket.
(3) On the Army black pullover sweater, the badge may be worn as an option in lieu of

 the regimental crest, worn in the same manner as the regimental crest.

c.  Air Force:

(1) Service Dress Uniform:



Males and females will wear the USSOUTHCOM badge on the left side, centered

1&1/2 inches below top of welt pocket and centered.  Exception:  Missile and missile 

maintenance badges are worn 1&1/2 inches below top of welt pocket and centered.  In 

this case, the USSOUTHCOM badge will be worn on right side centered between arm 

seam and lapel, with bottom edge of badge parallel to top of welt pocket.


     (2) Short and Long-sleeved Shirt:


          a.  Males will wear the USSOUTHCOM badge on lower portion of left pocket 

centered between left and right edges and bottom of flap and pocket.  

   b. Females will wear the USSOUTHCOM badge ½ inch above name tag centered.

Exception:  Missile and missile maintenance badges are worn on left pocket.  In this case, USSOUTHCOM badge moves to right pocket.

     (3) Mess Dress Uniform:

a. Males will wear the USSOUTHCOM badge ½ inch below bottom row of medals

or comparable position when no medals are authorized.

b. Females will wear the USSOUTHCOM badge on top right side in same relative

position as those worn on the left. 

            (4) Battle Dress Uniform:

   Males and females will wear the USSOUTHCOM patch on lower left pocket

between left and right edges and bottom of flap and pocket.

        Exception:  Missile and missile maintenance badges are worn on left pocket.  In

this case, USSOUTHCOM badge moves to right pocket.


d.  Navy:

(1) Worn on the left side of all uniforms.  The badge is not authorized for working

uniforms.

(2) For males, wear the badge pinned to the left pocket, centered between the lower point 

of the flap and the bottom of the pocket.  On pockets without flaps, the badge should be centered on the pocket.  On full dress uniforms, center the badge one-fourth inch below the lowest row of medals or below the second breast insignia, if authorized.  If all medals and any secondary breast insignia cause the badge to be positioned on or below the lower seam of the pocket, do not wear secondary breast insignia.  On formal or dinner dress uniforms, center the badge one-fourth inch below the lowest row of medals.       

(3) For females, wear the badge centered one-fourth inch above the coat/shirt pocket or 

above authorized ribbons and breast insignia.  On formal or dinner dress uniforms, center the badge one-fourth inch below the lowest row of medals.

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e.  Marine Corps:  

(1) Worn on the left side of all uniforms.

(2) For males wearing service and dress uniforms, service and dress blouse, or short 

sleeve khaki shirts, wear the badge pinned directly to the left pocket, centered between the lower

point of the flap and the bottom of the pocket.  On the officer’s evening dress jacket, the top of the badge should be centered one inch below the bottom edge of the medals.  On the SNCO evening dress jacket, wear the badge on the left front panel.  The badge will be placed midway between the top button and the point where the imaginary line meets the lapel.

(3) For females, the badge will be worn centered above the left pocket and one-fourth inch 

above the ribbons on the service and dress blouse, and on service shirts.  On the officer and SNCO evening dress jacket, the badge will be worn centered above the left front panel with the badge about two inches higher than the top button, adjusted as necessary to ensure a proper flat fit.


f.  Army personnel will wear the joint service patch and shoulder sleeve insignia per AR 670-1.  Base Operations Support (BASEOPS)-Miami will issue one patch and set of shoulder/ sleeve insignia to enlisted personnel.  ASA and CSG personnel are authorized to wear the unit insignia for their Headquarters.


g.  Navy personnel will wear the blue nametag with the miniature USSOUTHCOM shield.  All others will wear nametags authorized by the appropriate Service uniform regulation.

h.  Physical Training Attire


(1)  Organized physical training attire shall be in accordance with any authorized physical training uniform as prescribed per the current service directives of the uniformed services of the United States.


(2)  Individual physical training may be conducted to individual comfort as long as appropriate running shorts and T-shirts are worn.


(3)  Physical training attire is not considered appropriate for wear in the building outside the exercise room other than for access to locker rooms or rest rooms in order to change clothes.


(4)  Physical training attire is not considered appropriate for wear while working at one's duty station, shopping in the AAFES Mart/Café area.

(5)  Ripped or torn attire, minimal 'muscle' shirts or shorts, attire with crude logos or artwork are all considered inappropriate wear for a professional environment.
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i.  Grooming Standards

(1) Service grooming standards apply when wearing all Service uniforms.  Grooming policies apply to hair, shaving, and the wear of jewelry.

(2) For females, hair ornaments will be consistent with the color of the female’s hair and 

worn for the purpose of ensuring that hair is pinned up and conforms to required service

grooming standards.

(3) Male personnel will be shaven in accordance with service regulation when in any

uniform.
