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The special staff sections, SCCA, SCEN, SCPA, SCSG, SCSJA, SCIG, SCCH and
JIATF-E/COS will participate when the proposed agenda item(s) impacting them are being
addressed or at the discretion of the chairman. SOCSOUTH, Security Assistance Organizations,
and component liaison officers or representatives may be invited to attend when the proposed
agenda item(s) impacting them is being addressed.

b. The USSOUTHCOM BOD will be at the director/SES level only (if the primary member
is not available, the deputy/vice director will participate) and is comprised of the following:

COS (Chairman)

Director of Manpower, Personnel & Administration (SCJ1)

Director of Intelligence (SCJ2)

Director of Operations (SCJ3)

Director of Logistics (SCJ4)

Director of Strategy, Policy and Plans (SCJ5)

Director of Command, Control, Communications, and Computer Systems (C4S) (SCJ6)

Director of Programs and Resources (SCJ8)

Quality of Life Advisor (QOL)

Director, Joint Interagency Task Force East (JIATF-E) (for issues which impact JIATF-E
only)

5. RESPONSIBILITIES:
a. The Chairman will:

(1) Establish the dates for meetings.

(2) Designate the Office of Primary Responsibility (OPR) for specific RVB/BOD
application (i.e., SCJ1 for manpower validation/prioritization, SCJ5 for S&T requirements
validation, SCJ6 for Information Technology Management Board (ITMB) requirements, SCJ8
for IPL validation/prioritization, SCRA for Reserve Requirements Validation Board (RRVB)
requirements, etc.)

(3) Identify required participation and voting members by organization.

(4) Approve the agenda.

b. The OPR will act as Secretariat for the RVB/BOD and perform actions including, but not
limited to:

(1) Prepare the agenda for approval.
(2) Prepare the letter of instruction (LOI) for the COS approval.

(3) Reserve a meeting room and coordinate ASA support as requiréd.
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(4) Prepare validation list and forward to voting members five days before the scheduled
event.

(5) Prepare an After Action Report.
(6) Prepare decision paper(s) for the CINC.
c. The identified participating organizations will:
(1) Ensure participation at the required level.
(2) Exercise their vote if identified as a voting member.

6. FREQUENCY: The RVB/BOD shall be convened at the direction of the chairman.
