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1.  Purpose.  To prescribe policy and procedures for obtaining maps and charts and requesting National Imagery & Mapping Agency (NIMA) GI&S support.  The provisions of this regulation are applicable to Headquarters, United States Southern Command (HQ USSOUTHCOM), component commands (SOUTHAF, USNAVSO, MARFORSOUTH, SOCSO, and USARSO), subordinate commands (JSSROC, JTF-B, and JIATF-E), Joint Task Forces (JTFs), Joint Inter-Agency Task Forces (JIATFs), and U.S. Military Groups (USMILGP) within the USSOUTHCOM AOR.  The generic term USMILGP applies to the following organizations: Security Assistance Office (SAO), Military Assistance Advisory Group (MAAG), Military Liaison Office (MLO), and Office of Defense Cooperation (ODC).

3.  Definitions.

a.  Geospatial Information and Services.  The accurate, current, spatially co-referenced, attributed feature information about the Earth, arranged in a coherent structure to support measurement, mapping, monitoring, modeling, terrain evaluation, and spatial reasoning applications.


b.  Mapping, Charting, and Geodesy.  Maps, charts, and other data used for military planning, operations, and training.  These products and data support air, land, and sea navigation, weapon system guidance, target positioning, and other military activities.  This data is presented in the forms of topographic, planimetric, imaged, or thematic maps and graphics, nautical and aeronautical charts and publications, and in digital and textural formats, gazetteers, which contain geophysical and geodetic data and coordinate lists.

4.  General.  

     a.  The GI&S Officer, SCJ2 Deputy Director of Operations, is the single focal point for the command for all matters pertaining to GI&S and other NIMA issues.

     b.  SCJ2 identifies requirements to NIMA for GI&S products and services to support planning 

and execution of USSOUTHCOM operations.  The GI&S officer, with assistance from the

NIMA Liaison, will assist component commands, subordinate commands, JTFs, JIATFs, and USMILGPs in obtaining maps and charts through the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA).  Native edition maps not available through the supply system will be ordered from NIMA through the GI&S Officer and NIMA Liaison.

5.  Responsibilities.

     a.  SCJ2-Operations.

 (1) Manage command GI&S requirements and priorities.

 (2) Coordinate all command matters pertaining to GI&S and NIMA support.
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 (3) Prepare and update GI&S annexes to command CONPLANS and FUNCPLANS.

          (4) Manage the command reserve map and chart library.


(5) Establish and Maintain SC GI&S policies and procedures.


 (6) Manage the command Department of Defense Activity Address Code (DoDAAC) with the Defense Logistics Agency and NIMA LNO.  
     b.  SCJ2-JIC

          (1) Manage USSOUTHCOM geospatial COLISEUM requirements to ensure validation and/or production.

          (2) Produce geospatial products in support of COLISEUM requirements.

c.  HQ USSOUTHCOM, component commands, subordinate commands, JTFs, JIATFs, and USMILGPs.

 (1) Develop GI&S requirements early in the planning process and request in accordance with this regulation and relevant Annex Ms to USSOUTHCOM CONPLANS and FUNCPLANS.

 (2) Identify and justify requirements for new geospatial products in accordance with this regulation.

 (3) Notify the USSOUTHCOM GI&S Officer of any deficiencies in existing GI products and GI&S support.

     d.  NIMA Liaison Officer to USSOUTHCOM.

 (1) Coordinate NIMA policy, procedures, and activities in support of USSOUTHCOM geospatial requirements.

 (2) Advise the CINC, J2, and other USSOUTHCOM Staff Directors on all issues and requests concerning NIMA imagery and GI&S support.  

 (3) Assist HQ USSOUTHCOM, component commands, subordinate commands, JTFs, JIATFs, and USMILGPs in acquiring existing geospatial products and establishing requirements for production of non-existent geospatial products, in accordance with NIMA policy.

e.  NIMA Remote Replication Service.  Support USSOUTHCOM with a replication service including computer and plotting software, hardware, and an operator.  This service is available for tasking through the NIMA LNO or USSOUTHCOM GI&S Officer for reproduction of hardcopy maps, printing from CD-ROM, or production of customized maps.
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f.  NIMA Technical Representative.  Support USSOUTHCOM with a technical representative 

(TechRep) tasked to demonstrate and teach personnel how to use computers for geospatial purposes and to provide GI&S production to support command requirements.  These services are available for tasking directly to the operator or through the NIMA LNO or USSOUTHCOM GI&S Officer for reproduction of hardcopy maps, printing from CD-ROM, or production of customized maps.

6.  Procedures.

     a.  To obtain existing maps and charts in support of deliberate planning, future operations and exercises, order maps via logistical channels through the Defense Logistics Agency.  Component commands, subordinate commands, JTFs, JIATFs, and USMILGPs without their own DoDAAC will contact the USSOUTHCOM GI&S Officer to order required maps and receive guidance for establishing a DoDAAC.  DoDAAC instructions can be found on the USSOUTHCOM GI&S webpage at http://sps.stl.nima.smil.mil/dla/ORDERING_INFO.HTM.

     b.  To obtain existing maps and charts in support of a crisis, enter a request for information (RFI) into COLISEUM and contact the GI&S Officer immediately to ensure priority is placed on requirements for DLA and/or NIMA support.  After duty hours the GI&S Officer and the NIMA representative can be reached through the Joint Operations Intelligence Center (JOIC) at DSN 567-3719/20/21, commercial (305) 437-3719/20/21.

     c.  To request crisis geospatial products and/or geospatial product coverage unavailable through the supply system or non-existent enter an RFI into COLISEUM, and contact the GI&S Officer.  If COLISEUM is not accessible, submit geospatial requests in the format provided (Appendix A) via SIPRNET email or secure fax.  All requirements for production must include the following information.   

 (1) Type of product required to include scale (1:100k TLM, 1:250k JOG…etc), data type (FFD, DTED, gridded image,..etc), and hardcopy (printed map/chart) or softcopy (CD-ROM, JPG..etc).

 (2) Area to be covered to include either a box outlined in GEOCOORDs or appropriate NIMA mapsheet identification numbers (note:  NIMA is in the process of placing reference graphics on the NIMA SIPRNET webpage for reference in identifying requirements). 

 (3) Justification for the requirement to include intended use and a priority ranking on a 1-3 scale.       

 (4) Release and disclosure requirements detailing planned sharing with Host Nation personnel.

 (5) Unit delivery address, dissemination means, and latest time information is of value.

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APPENDIX A

GEOSPATIAL REQUEST TEMPLATE

1.  Requesting Organization, organization address, POC, phone numbers (DSN & COMM), DoDISS/JDISS(SIPRNET)/JWICS(SCI)email address.

2.  Date of Request.  YYMMDD.

3.  Product Requested NLT Date.  Submit requests at least 21 days prior to required due date with the exception of crisis requirements.

4.  Frequency.  Identify whether this product will require update annually, semi-annually…etc or if it is a one-time requirement.

5.  Originator/Requestor Tracking Number.  Format as follows: Unit ID-YR-Product #-Priority # 1-3 one being highest, 3 being lowest priority (i.e. COTAT-01-001-1).

6.  Product Type.  Describe the parameters of the product required.  The description should include data type, scale, geographic boundaries (geocoords) or mapsheet numbers, special annotations, and map legend data desired. 

7.  Format and Number Requested.  Hardcopy, softcopy including location to be stored/sent FTP, CD-ROM, tape, etc and how many copies required.

8.  Release and Disclosure Required.  Identify whether the product will be released to HN Military, Government, Civil Organizations…etc.

9.  Research Conducted.  List what databases/websites have been searched for existing products that could satisfy requirement (Defense Logistics Agency, United States Geological Survey, Commercial Satellite Imagery Library, etc.).

10.  Justification.  Explain who will be the end user/s of the product, what type of operation/planning function it will support including CONPLAN/FUNCPLAN and/or exercise, impact if product is not provided, and justification for the quantity of maps ordered.
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APPENDIX B
United States Geological Service Product Request Procedures

A.  Creating an Electronic USGS Requisition
1.  Access the Internet and go to the USGS Global Land Information System web page at http://edcwww.cr.usgs.gov/webglis.

2.  Click on “Map Finder” in heading.

3.  On the Map Finder page, click on Enter the name of a populated place.

4.  On the next screen, enter the name of one of your map sheets; select a state; and click Start.

5.  The screen shows a map of the selected town and below the map, a listing of the surrounding map sheets. From the listing, select the desired map(s) by clicking the box in the first column to start filling your shopping basket. When done, click “Add selected items from the current list to the Shopping Basket.” You may perform additional map searches and continue to fill your shopping basket.

6.  The next screen shows your shopping basket with all the information needed for ordering the maps.  Enter quantity desired for each map.

7.  In the Special Instructions box, enter the unit DoDAAC and the required delivery date, e.g., DoDAAC – XXXXXX  RDD – XX XXX XX.

8.  Click on Complete order form.

9.  Fill in the blanks in Your Address.  If the Shipping Address is different from the data in your address, complete this part of the form.

10.  On the browser tool bar, click File, Save As; name file and save it in a place where it can be found. Email the completed shopping basket file to the GI&S Officer, USSOUTHCOM. If you are faxing the requisition, print it.

11.  Complete the attached Production Requirement Template, especially the Justification and required due date. Fax the hardcopy and the template to (305)-437-2908 or DSN 567-2908. Ensure the appropriate unit intelligence officer has validated the requirement.

12.  Your requirement will be validated and passed to the NIMA LNO for action.  He is the only person at USSOUTHCOM who can submit a USGS requisition.  Expect 3 weeks before delivery.
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B.  Manually Created Requisition

1.  If the map sheet name is not known, use the Index to Topographic and Other Map Coverage 

for the state in which the desired maps are found to determine the name. 

2.  If the map sheet name is known, use the corresponding Catalog of Topographic and Other Published Maps of the same state. Maps are listed in alphabetical order.  Column 1 (File No.) is the map sheet stock number. Using the USGS form (Published Maps) located in the center of the Catalog, enter the File No. in the first column in numerical ascending order, quantity desired, the Reference Code from the catalog page, map sheet name and state, and date.  Do not fill in the Unit Price or Total Price columns.

3.  Complete a Production Requirement (PR) Template form and fax the PR and the order form to DSN 567-2908, CM: (305)-437-2908 for action.

NOTE:  Both the Catalog and Index are free from USGS and may be ordered without NIMA approval.  These products should be ordered for each state in which you conduct recurring training.
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
