A.
ACTS OF VIOLENCE

Are members in imminent danger of physical harm from acts of violence?  If "yes," explain.  Occurrences of the following acts of violence that are the apparent result of civil insurrection, civil war, terrorism, or wartime conditions in your geographic area of responsibility WITHIN THE LAST YEAR may be cited if they are representative of current conditions that are reasonably expected to continue or worsen in the future.  

1.  Assassination -- An individual or group targeted and intentionally caused the death(s) of member(s). 

2.  Homicide -- An individual or group caused the death of member(s), but there is no evidence the victim(s) was/were targeted as member(s).  

3.  Sabotage -- An individual or group damaged property used for the defense of a U.S. installation with the intent to impair the ability of the installation to defend itself. 

4.
Kidnapping -- An individual or group restrained a member for a) ransom; b) use as a shield or hostage; or c) to interfere with the performance of a government function.  

5.
Aggravated Battery -- An individual or group intentionally caused serious bodily injury to a member. 

6.  Property Damage -- An individual or group damaged a U.S. military facility by fire, explosion, or other means. 

7.  Terrorizing -- An individual or group communicated a viable threat to engage in conduct dangerous to human life, thereby causing a) members to be continually fearful about their personal safety; b) the evacuation of a building; or c) other serious disruption to the installation.

8.  Extortion -- An individual or group obtained a member’s property by threatening, or placing the individual in fear of bodily injury, or kidnapping of that member or another individual.

9.  Rioting -- Mob violence endangered the lives of members.  

10.  Commandeering a Vessel and/or Hijacking an Aircraft -- An individual or group seized a vessel or an aircraft   with members aboard. 

B.  INSURRECTION, WAR, OR WARTIME CONDITIONS

1.  Fighting is sufficiently close to members that:

     a.  There is a substantial probability of death or bodily injury to members. 

     b.  Members have a reasonable and continuing fear for their safety. 

     c.  There is danger to human life and/or property. 

2.  Fighting presently poses no threat to members but the situation could change quickly.

3.  Fighting presently poses no threat to members and is not reasonably expected to pose a threat in the foreseeable       future. 

C.  TERRORISM CONDITIONS

1.  A terrorist organization exists with the ability to cause bodily injury or death to members, but which has not actually communicated a threat or carried out an act of violence against a member. 

2.
A terrorist organization exists that, because of its philosophy or goals, might reasonably be expected to attempt to cause physical injury or death to members. 

3.  If the terrorist threat is assessed at a level other than “CRITICAL,” use DoD threat assessment factors to explain what makes the danger to members “imminent.”

4.  Does the “imminent” danger exist to U.S. forces throughout the land and water areas and airspace of the country?  If the threat is confined to specific land or water areas and/or airspace within a country, specify by longitude and latitude those specific areas in which members are in imminent danger.  (Note:  an IDP area designation should be limited to the smallest definable area(s) where members are genuinely in imminent danger.)

SECURITY ENVIRONMENT

1.  What element(s) of the current security environment suggest U.S. forces are at risk in the area?

2.  What security measures are currently in place to protect U.S. forces?  For example, have THREATCON levels and security OPTEMPO increased?

3.  Are there CINC and/or Component Commander restrictions on off-duty travel, leave, and rest and recuperation in the area?

4.  What measures has the host Government taken to protect members?

E.  TRAVEL RESTRICTIONS

1.  Are members restricted to their duty stations or installations?  

2.  Are members restricted to defined sections of the area?

F.  PRESENCE OF DEPENDENTS IN THE AREA

1.  Are command-sponsored dependents in the area?  Are accompanied tours authorized for key billets only?

2.  Is there evidence that dependents of members are targeted?  If so, are extra security measures employed to protect them? 

3.  Does the current security environment adequately protect U.S. dependents against the risk to their safety?  

4.  Should command sponsorship of dependents be revoked if the area is designated an IDP area?  

5.  Is there a restriction on dependent travel to the area?  Are some or all dependent children not allowed in the area because of the danger?

6.  Have some or all dependents been evacuated from the area, or has an authorized departure been granted?

7.  Are there command-sponsored school children in the area?  If so, is there a DoD Dependents School in the area?

8.  If command-sponsored school children are in the area, what security measures are in place to protect them from the threat? 

9.  Are only adult dependents allowed in the area? ______________________________________________________________________________

10.  What is the probability of combat on land in the next 3 months, 6 months, 12 months?  In the air space in the next 3   months, 6 months, 12 months?  On water in the next 3 months, 6 months, 12 months? 

11.  Is the threat confined to a specific area?

12.  Has the size and composition of the force changed?
