By service Retirement Entitlements

U.S. Army:

In accordance with AR 635-5 Separation Documents, retiring personnel are entitled to the following:  

1.  Retirement Pin

2.  Presidential Certificate

3.  Retirement Certificate

4.  Retirement Flag

5.  Retirement Ceremony

**Spouse Certificate (If service member is married)

U.S. Marine Corps:

Retiring Marine personnel receive the following from the Commandant of the Marine Corps/HQMC:

1. Retirement Certificate

2. Retirement Letter

3. USMC Lapel pin

4. Col's and above receives a Spouse certificate (LtCol's and below receive a Spouse certificate from the local commander).  

U.S. Navy:

Retiring Navy personnel are entitled to the following:  

1.  Certificate of Retirement (DD 363).  Provided to enlisted member upon completed of 30 years of service.  NPC will mail individual this certificate once the 30 year mark has been completed.  Provided to officer during retirement ceremony, NPC mails to command for presentation.

2.  NAVPERS 1830/3 - Certificate of Appreciation (Spouse) - Presented to spouse during retirement ceremony.  Certificate signed by Navy Element Commander.

3.  DD 2542 - Certificate of Appreciation for Service in the Armed Forces of the United States - Bearing the signature of the President presented to member during ceremony.

4.  Letter of Appreciation prepared by the White House Military Office and signed by the President for Navy personnel retiring with at least 30 years of service, Chairman and Vice Chairman of the JCS and COS of the Military Services, MCPON, Recipients of the Medal of Honor, former prisoners of War (POWs) who qualify for or have been awarded the POW medal.

5.  American Flag flown over current command or desired place individual would like flag flown (i.e. White House, Naval Ship etc.)

6.  Governor's Letter of Appreciation - Signed by governor of individuals home state and presented at retirement ceremony.

U.S. Air Force:

In accordance with Air Force Instruction (AFI) 36-3203, retiring Air Force Personnel are entitled to the following:

1.  DD Form 363AF, Certificate of Retirement

2.  The Air Force Retired Lapel Button

3.  DD From 2542, Certificate of Appreciation for Service in the Armed Forces of the United States

4.  Presidential Letter if Appreciation

5.  Any awards, decoration, honors or letters of appreciation

6.  AF Form 1344 Certificate of Appreciation (for Husbands) or AF Form 1346, Certificate of Appreciation (for Wives)

7.  Retirement Letter from the Chief Master Sergeant of the Air Force
