Problem:  Hurricane Awareness for Family Members in advance of a Hurricane

Required Actions/Milestones:

1.  Coordinate for Annual Hurricane training for family members and have the command leadership enforce/support this event.   (OCT-NOV 03)

2.  Announce Hurricane training for families through the Bugle boy and poster boards throughout the Hq. and the USAG Bldg.   (MAY-JUN)

3.  Implement the hurricane awareness into the new comers briefing as a mandatory requirement and place Hurricane preparation handouts in common access areas.   (MONTHLY)
