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Issue:  #03-02

Problem:  Some spouses are unable to afford a second vehicle.

Scope:  Public transportation is not readily available in Miami. Some spouses cannot take the vanpool to SOUTHCOM because of the hours they work.

Recommendation:  A suggestion would be to have the family come into Family Support and have the Financial Readiness person speak with them about budget counseling and ensure financial tips or give some possible brainstorming for a down payment. 

Required Actions/Milestones:  Working with credit unions and local banks would be a marketing goal however obtaining a second car would be something only a credit check and positive cash flow would address.


Progress:  Classes are already in process open to service members and their spouses to help with educating the families on ways to budget, improve credit debt, and numerous other items to increase the needed opportunities.

Status Recommendation:  Market research could be done   to find out how many spouses would be interested in vanpooling and look at setting up a possible numbering (8-10) riders and having them be responsible for a possible 50.00 a month riding the van because the actually cost of contract is roughly 500.00 a month but another option is to investigate the rails, bus, and their routes. Additional spouses could work closely with Employment Readiness and be provided with ways to help them with resume writing, and help seek employment. Possibly with the additional research the spouse gain employment and provide the cost for gas and payment of the second vehicle.
