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Issue #03-15:  Vehicle Insurance Requirements For Florida

Scope:  Southcom members are required to obtain Florida Insurance.

Recommendation:  Need to review policy or laws governing such requirements.

Required Actions:

1.  It is not mandatory for Southcom members to obtain Florida Insurance.  There is a requirement for personal injury protection and property damage liability insurance coverage, otherwise known as Florida coverage Insurance.

2.  References for insurance requirements for Florida:
* According to the Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles, Bureau ( # 305-229-6333 / # 850-488-7135) any person who has a vehicle in Florida for more than 90 days must purchase personal injury protection and property damage liability insurance coverage, (see: myflorida.com).
* In AR 190-5, page 6, 3-2, c, it states: Continuing compliance with the minimum requirement of the automobile insurance laws or regulations of the States or host nation
* USAA is an insurance company that supports the Military, and they require to be notified when a person is stationed in Florida (# 800-531-8111).
* South Florida is a high risk State so, insurance rates are higher than must other states. If an individual gets in an accident and it is proven that the vehicle has been in Florida for more than 90 days, the individual may be fined and the vehicle or the person driving the vehicle may not be covered under the policy. 
* The Public Safety Directorate complies with the State Law. Therefore, any person assigned to Southcom who wishes to register a vehicle must have Florida coverage insurance.  Personnel assigned to Southcom for only up to 90 days, may be issue a vehicle/visitor pass (AF75) for up to 45 days at a time.
